Trauma Care in Georgia Remains in Trouble

Georgiaôs existing trauma care falls short and is a woefully inadequate system.  Unfortunately, November 2ndôs ballot 

measure that would have infused an estimated $80 million into Georgiaôs trauma network failed by a narrow margin, 53 

to 47 percent. 

 

The proposed amendment would have added $10.00 to the current annual car tag fee which would have been dedicated 

to emergency care and hospitals around the state.  The failure of this amendment could result in the difference between 

life and death.   

 

Georgia sees approximately 40,000 cases of major trauma each year requiring high-level care which is, unfortunately, 

only available at certain accredited facilities.  Of these cases, it is estimated that 700 Georgians will die as a result of the 

unavailability of immediate critical care facilities.  Critical care in South Georgia remains nearly impossible as there are 

very few trauma care centers south of Macon.  The first 60 minutes following a traumatic injury can determine life or 

death.  In children, the critical care timeline decreases to 30 minutes.  The pursuit for appropriate trauma care is truly a 

race against time. 

 

While there are more than 150 acute care facilities in Georgia, only 16 of those facilities have trauma care centers.  Of 

those 16, only four are level 1 certified.  Those facilities are located in Atlanta, Macon, Augusta and Savannah.  The re-

ality is that most of Georgiaôs hospitals are ill equipped to handle the traumatic injuries.   

 

Trauma care should become a priority for Georgians.
